Dog/handler teams are scheduled for a two-hour shift weekly and round on patients who have
been identified by staff as wanting a visit. In addition to visiting inpatients, teams will round in
lobbies and waiting rooms, provide support in grief and traumatic environments, attend staff
huddles, meetings, hospital celebrations, etc.

Dogs are NOT allowed to receive treats while on duty. Handlers will carry hand sanitizer with
them to remind visitors and patients to sanitize their hands after each visit.
